I did not know exactly where or when the ferry to Grimsey left from so asked the attendant. Hurry down to the harbour he told me, the ferry leaves in half an hour and the next one is on monday if you miss it.( thank God I couldn't find a bed or I would not have been able to get here) It was a great crossing to the island with heavy swell and the boat had NO STABALISERS.We were tossed about like a cork out of a bottle. Just my kind of a day out.On the Island I was told I could leave on the same boat or return on monday, so here I am Marrooned on the Arctic Circle with hundred miles an hour winds roaring through the night.On sunday at noon I will be standing on the Arctic Circle line and proclaiming the word from John chapter 1. This will be followed by prayer until 12 30 no matter what the weather.I feel led to ask ALL WHO READ THIS to ask their church to join me as I pray for God's Will for the world. He told us to go to the UTTERMOST PARTS OF THE EARTH and PROCLAIM the Gospel.I am there and you can join me in an earth moving experience. I am assured that people from other nations are joining in on this great adventure of Faith so please ask your friends throughout the world to join us on the great adventure seeking God's will.

I am really looking forward to my time in Iceland beginning next week.( A full day and night in my cabin hiding) is my plan at the moment. The tract that Eric wrote for me is really working out here and has now been translated into Faroese and Icelandic and 45,000 will be delivered next week in time for the sailing.My time has been concentrated on Klaksvik.Runevik, Skala and Torshavn for those who are following my progress.
